Aims: 
 

To enable students to begin to understand a New Testament Book.

Content: 
 

Focussed study of a particular book, or in the case of a longer book 
an appropriate section of that book. 
 
Orientation to the main genre(s) of material being discussed. 
 
Introduction to different critical approaches to the book. 
 
Elementary hermeneutics of texts from the book in Christian teaching 
and praxis. 

Learning Outcomes: 
 

By the end of this module students will be able to:

Demonstrate basic knowledge of a New Testament book, its genres, 
theology and modern critical approaches to it.

Relate the New Testament book to contemporary situations by the 
use of responsible hermeneutical techniques.

Evaluate the appropriateness of different approaches, communicating 
their findings sensitively and respectfully, showing self-awareness 
about their own beliefs, commitments and prejudices.
