This programme is available at Lindisfarne College of Theology in part-time and full-time mode of
study.

This 360 credit programme requires a minimum of 90 credits at Level 6, and a maximum of 270
credits at Level 4 and/or 5.

Supervisions for dissertations, extended projects and independent learning projects are delivered
through a blend of in-person and on-line meetings.
